CBI arrests DUSIB's legal

officer for ‘accepting bribe’

NEW DELHI, OPEN SEARCH : The CBI has arrested
Vijay Maggo, a legal officer of the Delhi Urban Shelter
Improvement Board (DUSIB) and a “middleman”, for
allegedly accepting a bribe of Rs 5 lakh to unseal two
shops of a businessman here, officials said on Friday.
The Central Bureau of Investigation (CBI) has seized Rs
3.79 crore in cash, besides other incriminating docu-
ments, during searches at the premises of the accused,
they added. It was alleged that the accused legal officer
demanded a bribe of Rs 40 lakh from the complainant in
the name of another officer of the DUSIB for getting his
two shops unsealed and allow him to run those in an
unhindered manner, a CBI spokesperson said in a state-
ment. Following a complaint from the businessman, the
federal agency laid a trap on Thursday and arrested
Maggo while he was allegedly receiving Rs 5 lakh, a por-
tion of the bribe amount, the officials said. “The CBI also
conducted searches at the residential premises of the
accused which led to the recovery of Rs 3.79 crore cash
and some property documents,” the statement added.

Vehicle imbalance cuts Delhi pol-
lution gains, CSE report high-
lights growth of private cars

NEW DELHI, OPEN SEARCH : Inadequate public trans-
port services and explosive growth of private vehicles in
the national capital are undercutting air quality
improvements achieved through electric vehicles, an
environmental think-tank has said in a report. The
Delhi-based Centre for Science and Environment (CSE)
has noted that the share of private vehicles contributing
to motorised trips in Delhi has increased from 38 per
cent to 49 per cent in the last decade. The share of bus
trips has declined by 20 per cent. Although 6 in every
10 residents live within 400 metres or 5 minutes walk-
ing distance from their nearest bus stop, less than 1 per
cent of bus stops have 10 minutes waiting time, the CSE
said in its report. Delhi has around 45 buses per
1,00,000 persons which, the CSE said, is “woefully
short” of the service level target of 60 buses per
1,00,000 persons specified by the Union housing and
urban affairs ministry. The city has not yet met a 1998
Supreme Court directive for 10,000 buses. Delhi only
had 7,683 buses as of July 2024. Delhi, in the past two
decades, phased out 10-year-old diesel vehicles and 15-
year-old petrol vehicles and adopted higher emissions
standards for vehicles. However, the CSE said “explosive
motorisation” driven by the growth of private vehicles
has contributed to emissions and the capital’s “mobility
crisis”. Delhi added 6,50,000 new vehicles in 2023-24,
the report said, citing the government’s Economic
Survey. On average, 1,100 two-wheelers and 500 pri-
vate cars are registered daily in the capital, the CSE said,
citing government data. The CSE estimated that for cars
registered annually in Delhi, the demand for new park-
ing space will be equivalent to 615 football fields. “Our
analysis was confined to Delhi,” said Anumita
Roychowdhury, executive director at the CSE who led
the analysis. “But the concerns we’ve flagged such as
the decline in the share of public transport, congestion,
inadequate investments in public transport and the
growth of private vehicles also apply to other cities.
There are indications that shares of public transport in
motorised trips have declined in other states,” she said.

Drains, soap, dyes: What
plagues the Yamuna in Delhi

NEW DELHI, OPEN SEARCH : The Yamuna River's
water quality deteriorates drastically as it flows through
Delhi, facing severe pollution from drains and illegal
waste dumping. The difference in the Yamuna when it
enters Delhi, and the form in which the river exits the city
are stark - chemically, visually, and even by smell
Spanning 22km through the capital, the Yamuna encoun-
ters a major drain approximately every 1.2km, each
adding to its contamination. This, along with other smaller
sources of pollution, consistently chip away at the water
quality as the river traverses the city. The deterioration
starts soon after the river meets the Najafgarh drain - the
first and the largest polluting of the city’s 18 drains - that
ferries much of Delhi’s sewage, industrial effluents and
other toxic waste into the river. When the river enters the
Capital at Palla, its water meets pollution norms, with
acceptable levels of biological oxygen demand (BOD) and
dissolved oxygen (DO), no visible froth, and no foul smell
By the time the river exits the city, the river’s pollutants
are as high as 30 times the permissible standards, and
around this time of the year, there’s a thick iceberg-like
block of foam that blankets the surface.

Worsening pollution in Anand
Vihar leaves residents with per-
sistent health complaints

NEW DELHI, OPEN SEARCH

With the air pollution
reaching an alarming level
in Delhi's Anand Vihar, peo-
ple living in the area are fac-
ing health issues as there
has been a surge in cases of
respiratory and

throat

infections and eye irritation
in the last few days. Zaved
Ali, an auto-rickshaw driver
at the Anand Nagar bus
stand, shared his struggles
with the worsening air
quality. "My eyes are con-
stantly irritated and often
turn red, leading to blurred
vision. [t makes it really dif-
ficult to drive safely," Ali
said. He added that though
he carries a mask, wearing
it for extended periods is
uncomfortable and affects
his ability to breathe prop-

erly. Delhi's Anand Vihar
area is one of the most pol-
luted areas. The air quality
index (AQI) here is consis-
tently in the 'severe' catego-
ry. On Friday, the overall
AQI of the national capital
was 389 at 8.30 am, while
Anand Vihar's AQI stood at
419, making it the hub of
worst air pollution. The
impact on residents is not
just limited to irritation in
eyes. Sunita, a local home-
maker, has been battling a
persistent cough and eye
irritation for several days.
Despite visiting doctors
multiple times, she says
nothing seems to provide a
lasting relief. "I have visited
doctors multiple times, but
nothing seems to help," she
said. Supriya Yadav, a moth-
er of two, is particularly
concerned about her child's
health. "My child has been
suffering from stomach
issues that sometimes get
better but often get worse.
['ve consulted so many doc-
tors, but the medicines
don't seem to make a differ-
ence," she said

Delhi's air quality
remains 'very poor’

NEW DELHI, OPEN SEARCH

Delhi’s air quality remained
in the 'very poor' category
on Friday morning, with the
AQI reaching 387 while
more than 15 monitoring
stations reported air quality
levels in the worst zone. At
9 am, the AQI stood at 387,
according to the Central
Pollution Control Board
(CPCB) data. The 24-hour
average AQI, recorded until
4 pm daily, was reported at
367 on Thursday. CPCB's
Sameer app data, which
provides  hourly  AQI
updates, showed that out of
38 monitoring stations, 18
were in the 'severe' catego-
ry with readings above
400. The stations included

Anand Vihar, Wazirpur,
Rohini, Punjabi Bagh,
Nehru Marg, Mundka,

Jahangirpuri, Ashok Vihar,

Bawana, DTU, Narela,
Nehru Nagar, Moti Bagh,
Patparganj, RK Puram,

Sonia Vihar, Sirifort, and
Vivek Vihar among others.
According to AQI classifica-
tions, a 0-50 range is con-
sidered 'good, 51-100 'sat-
isfactory’, 101-200 'moder-
ate', 201-300 'poor’, 301-
400 'very poor’, and 401-
500 'severe'. Meanwhile, a
thick layer of morning mist
and smog blanketed the city
as the minimum tempera-
ture dropped to 18.1
degrees Celsius, 3.8 degrees
above normal At 8.30 am,
humidity levels stood at 96
per cent, according to the
India Meteorological
Department. The weather
office has forecast mainly
clear skies during the day,
with the maximum temper-
ature expected to reach
around 32 degrees Celsius.
